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What are we learning this term? 

Maths: Children will be covering a range of mental maths strategies at the beginning of every maths lesson. We will also be learning about converting units of measure, further developing knowledge of BODMAS (brackets, order, division, multiplication, addition and subtraction), coordinates and time.

Literacy: This term we will be focusing on narrative and persuasive writing, linking to our IDL topic. The grammatical skills we will explore this term include sentences, paragraphs, verbs, punctuation and homonyms. We will be developing our reading skills through analysing unseen texts from group reading books and comprehension passages. 

Inter-disciplinary learning topics: We will begin the term with a focus on renewable energy sources such as solar panels and wind turbines. This will be followed by our STEM topic where the children will be learning about the science and history of flight. In R.M.E the children will be studying the practices and traditions of Easter closely linking to the story of Narnia. We will also be exploring the religion of Islam and Ramadan celebrations. In PE we will be focusing on golf and tennis.
