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What are we learning this term? 

Maths: 
In Term 4, we will be learning about symmetry, function machines, measurement, volume, square numbers and will continue extending our understanding of place value, division and multiplication. The children will be covering a range of mental maths strategies at the beginning of every maths lesson. We will be continuing to work with our mental maths resource ‘SAMSON Maths’ which will reinforce number bonds and number facts. This will be taught at the beginning of maths lessons for 10-20mins.


Literacy: 
This term we will be focusing on recount, poetry, and discursive writing. 
We’re excited to be introducing literacy circles in class to help strengthen pupils’ reading skills. This approach encourages children to read carefully, fosters confidence, and use higher order thinking skills. We’re also continuing with our class novels, which highlight themes of racism and injustice!
We will continue to work on our encoding and decoding skills following the South Ayrshire Reads framework. We will also explore affixes, homophones, and prefixes respectively. 

Inter-disciplinary learning topic: 
Our topic this term is ‘Victorians’. As part of our Victorians topic, we’re looking forward to exploring a range of fun activities, including research tasks, creative tasks, and some role play to display our learning.
