In the position of school closures we would like to help pupils to continue reading. One way to do this is through use of our local library’s ebooks. The instructions below detail how this can be done.

The simplest way is by using a tablet or I-pad and downloading the Libby App from the app store. Then follow these steps

· Install the Libby App from your device’s app store.

1. Open the app. To find us search for ‘South Ayrshire Libraries’.

2. Browse the collection and borrow a title. When prompted, sign in. You’ll need a valid library card to complete this step. Your library card number is on reverse of your ticket.  Your PIN code is usually the first 2 and last 2 digits of your date of birth.  So if your birthday is 3/8/10 your PIN is 0310.

3. Borrowed titles appear on your Shelf and download to the app automatically so you can read them when you’re offline.

4. From your Shelf tap Start Reading or Start Listening to open a title.

OverDrive App
If you can’t get the Libby app to work on your device, you can try using the original OverDrive app.  Libby does not work on Kindle e-readers but the overdrive app works on Kindle tablets (e.g. Kindle Fire) 

If children are not library members they can join at any library but will need an adult.  The adult will be asked for ID, usually a bill with name and address. You can now join online.
