Numeracy and Mathematics�


  We will be using number lines to answer addition/subtraction calculations. We will learn about number bonds to 10. We will focus on developing Reasoning and Problem-Solving skills in maths as we tackle simple word problems in a context. We will learn about data and be able to read simple graphs and answer questions on these.  We will be learning about halving in Fractions and Measurement through practical experiences and play based learning. We will continue to work with patterns in numbers counting in 2s,5s and 10s to 100.   Article 28 -right to a quality education

 Music. Through our topic, we will be learning old songs that children sang at school and rhymes that they said during games and play.   Drama Through our topic we will develop our skills in freeze frame, hot seating and improvisation.  Art We will look at observational drawing, collage and develop our skills in painting

Literacy and English


We will continue to learn our sounds and word blending skills, more Tricky Words will also be introduced through our Reading books and story book texts. We will continue to talk about rhyming words. Independent writing will be encouraged in our Talk4writing programme across the curriculum and we will write instructions after inputs from non-fiction texts. We will learn about vowels and consonants. We will continue to develop the formation of our letters,-upper and lowercase.

Interdisciplinary Topic


Our Social Studies topic will be: When Our Grandparents were Young.
