Expressive Arts


Art: Continue to develop our colour mixing skills within the context of LANDSCAPE; introduction to TONE and the use of TINTS and SHADES. We will move onto COLLAGE; focus on SHAPE and experiment with COLOUR and TEXTURE using a variety of collage materials within the context of BUILDINGS.


Drama: We will be using drama as a stimulus for our writing. We will be telling stories through mime, movement, and scripted drama presentations. 














Literacy and English


Talk for Writing: This term we will be learning the story “Little Charlie”. For our fiction text we will be focussing on describing setting, linking phrases and punctuation. For our non-fiction writing we will be focussing on creating a recount story based on the story “Charlie’s Day”.


Writing: Pupils participate in weekly short burst writing to build their confidence in writing. We do this through weekend news and using different stimuli (picture, video, music) to inspire us to write creatively.


Reading: This term pupils are still reading aloud at least twice a week. We have now shifted our focus to ensuring we are reading with expression. Children then complete a variety of comprehension tasks to show their understanding of the texts they are reading. 


Novel Study: We are reading “Charlie and the Chocolate Factory” as a class. We are using this story as part of our IDL Topic. 


Talking and Listening: Pupils are focussing on talking and listening to their peers. They are encouraged to ask questions in order to gain further information and to continue conversations with others. 





Numeracy and Mathematics�Number: In January and February, all pupils across both P2 and P3 are learning multiplication and division. They should be able to understand the concept of multiplication as repeated addition. Pupils will also be learning a variety of concrete, pictorial, and abstract strategies to aid in their multiplication. Following on from multiplication the children will be learning about fractions. 


Beyond Number: P2: Follow and give oral directions for a route, forwards and backwards, turning right and left. Identify where grid references are used in everyday life, e.g. treasure map. Recognise at least one line of symmetry in given pictures and objects in the wider environment.�P3: Use positional language including N, S, E and W. Demonstrate how to turn a quarter, half and full turn, clockwise and anti-clockwise. Learn to use references to describe the positions on the grid. Complete shapes and patterns to make them symmetrical.








  





S.T.E.A.M


Science: We will be completing a mini topic during this term on the human body and germs. 


Technologies: This term we will be accessing the internet and using it to research information. As we will be using the internet children will be learning about potential dangers, how to stay safe online and what a digital footprint is. 





Health and Wellbeing


Our PE days will be Tuesdays and Thursdays this term. We are learning to become confident in gymnastics. We are focussing on basic skills such as jumps, rolls, balance. Once we feel confident with these skills then pupils will start to create sequences independently, in pairs, and in groups. 


In class, we are using the Emotion Works Programme as a Health and Wellbeing tool to develop our Emotional Literacy. During term 2, we are focussing on emotion sensations and emotion triggers. We are also using the Resilience Alphabet to build our resilience.  


We will continue to learn about the Rights of the Child.








Interdisciplinary Topic


Our topic this term is “Charlie and the Chocolate Factory” which links in with our novel study.


Throughout this topic we will participate in a variety of different learning experiences for the children. 


We will be learning about Fairtrade and the impact we have when shopping Fairtrade. This also directly links to the children learning about their rights. 


Children will be engaging in a variety of STEAM and Expressive Arts experiences in class as well throughout this topic.


French: numbers 1-31, days of the week, months of the year; leading to saying a date, e.g. date of birth, today’s date; continue to expand on teaching commands in French.











Religious Education


In RE we will be learning about Judaism this term. We will be comparing Christianity and Judaism – noticing the similarities and differences between both religions.  


P3 pupils will also be preparing to receive their Sacrament of Reconciliation. As a class, we will be discussing the importance of celebrating childhood and being our unique self. We will also learn about the importance of saying sorry and asking for forgiveness for our sins.
