Literacy and English





We will continue to work on spelling.  Each week we will be given a new spelling rule and complete activities linked to Blooms Taxonomy.  This will develop our understanding and application of new vocabulary.  In writing we will begin a new Talk for Writing unit where the focus will be on developing setting.  


We will be reading ‘Street Child’ by Berlie Doherty.  We will participate in a number of whole class and group sessions where the focus will be on characterisation and setting.  The novel will be taught alongside our Interdisciplinary Topic – The Victorians.

Numeracy and Mathematics


We will be investigating every day contexts where simple fractions, percentages and decimal fractions are used.  We will carry out necessary calculations to solve contextualised problems.  We will learn about equivalence and be able to show equivalent forms of simple fractions, decimal fractions and percentages.  We will investigate equivalent fractions and be able to understand the meaning of simplest form and apply this knowledge when comparing and ordering fractions. 


We will continue to use the four operations to solve written problems using the concrete, pictorial and abstract method.

Interdisciplinary Topic
