Expressive Arts


In Music, we will be learning songs that include actions and movement to develop our performance skills. In Art, we will develop our drawing skills by using line and shape. Our Drama input will link to our topic, where children will improvise in role and act out the story. We will also create and perform dance movements and sequences linked to our novel study. Article 29 – goals of education to develop your talents.








S.T.E.A.M


Linked to our novel study, we will focus on exploring examples of food chains and how animals and plants depend on each other for food. In Technology, we will learn to take photos of our learning in class using the iPads and will use the construction blocks to create structures of objects related to what we are learning in our topics. Religious Education


In R.E, we are learning that God made us unique. We will learn about our school values and the importance of prayer and forgiveness. Pupils will learn about the Creation story and how we can care for God’s world. We will also honour Mary during October, reflecting on her importance and practising saying the Rosary. We will learn about St Andrew, St Francis and Remembrance during November, before learning about Advent in December and rehearsing our Nativity play. Literacy and English


Phonics - We are using a new South Ayrshire Reads phonics approach to develop pupils’ skills in decoding and encoding. We will focus on a sound every week, using a range of multi-sensory activities to work on segmenting and blending our words. We will also practise sounding out our ‘Tricky Code’ words. Reading - We are learning to blend words together to read and will focus on predicting and answering questions about texts. Pupils will be encouraged to select texts they enjoy using the front cover, title and pictures. Writing - We are also exploring ‘Supertato’ through the Talk for Writing method, where children will learn the story using a story map and will borrow key words and phrases for their own writing. We will also focus on using full stops, capital letters and finger spaces. 


French - We will learn basic French greetings and how to participate in conversations through role play. We will also learn numbers to 30, classroom instructions and some simple songs in French.�Article 28 -right to education Article 29 – goals of education





Interdisciplinary Topic


In our IDL topic, we are exploring ‘The Owl Who Was Afraid of the Dark’ by Jill Tomlinson. We will discuss the different characters, setting, the meaning of words and the language used. Pupils will be given the chance to create story maps on the plot. Through this story, we are also learning about the life cycles of owls and nocturnal/diurnal animals. We will also focus on relating Plop’s experiences and feelings to our own. In addition, we will develop our awareness of the UNCRC ‘Rights of the Child’, discussing global issues and what we can do to help at a local level. Article 12 – respect for the views and thoughts of the child.





Numeracy and Mathematics


In Numeracy, we are focusing on place value to help children understand the value of digits in numbers. We are focusing on number sequences to 100 and counting forwards and backwards to 100. We will also focus on counting in 2s, 5s and 10s and will identify the value of a two-digit number in Tens and Ones. 


We will focus on developing our mental maths and problem-solving skills and will discuss the different strategies we can use to help us solve problems through Number Talks.


We will explore addition and subtraction, focusing on number bonds to 20 and developing the ability to count on from a given number.


In Beyond Number we are learning about 2D and 3D shapes and will describe their features using the correct vocabulary. We will also learn about the days of the week, months of the year, seasons and will begin to read from a calendar.

Health and Wellbeing


P.E. – We will be learning about fitness and developing large ball skills. We will practise different exercises, different throwing technique and will work in games to learn about the importance of teamwork and encouraging each other.
