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We have linked all our teaching to the Articles from The Rights of the Child, as we are a Rights Respecting School.
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In term one, we will read Kensuke Kingdom by Michael 
Morpurgo. Extracts will form the basis for discussions, grammar, spelling and comprehension. We will develop our skills in comprehension, prediction, and analysis. In writing, we will be using the Talk 4 Writing model text ‘Smaug’ to develop our use of a variety of literacy devices to enhance our own writing style. We will continue to use Bug Club to access a variety of interactive eBooks to develop confident and motivated readers through reciprocal reading. We will also spend time reading for pleasure in the classroom, taking opportunities to discuss our favourite authors/books. We will be continuing to develop our phonological awareness through encoding and decoding to help with our reading and spelling strategies.

Numeracy and Mathematics
We will continue to develop skills in Mental Maths calculations and in problem solving by using a variety of mathematical strategies through Number Talks. We will focus on whole numbers and decimal fractions including place value, rounding, and estimating as well as all four number processes (addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division). We will develop our understanding of factors, multiples, and prime numbers. We will be using the CPA approach (concrete, pictorial and abstract) to explore these numeracy concepts and develop our conceptual understanding through active learning. We will also be looking at money, we will be focussing on this throughout our World War II Topic, we will have a specific focus on budgeting (through ration books) whereby children will compare costs and affordability within their given budget. Expressive Arts
In Music, we are developing our evaluation and appreciation skills as we listen to a variety of music across genres and eras. We will be creating a “through the eras of music” timeline.
