We have linked all our teaching to the Articles from The Rights of the Child, as we are a Rights Respecting School.
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Expressive Arts


In drama, we will explore storytelling through use of voice. We will learn how to express emotions and create characters through movement, body language, and dialogue, building confidence and communication skills. In art, we will create colourful pieces with various materials, and develop and express our understanding of colour mixing and composition.

Literacy and English











We are focusing on story maps to help memorise stories and learn exciting new words. We will learn how to sequence the events of a story using action words, creating exciting plots with clear beginnings, middles, and ends. We will explore characters by using adjectives to describe them their actions and personalities. This will help us bring our characters to life and improve our story writing.


Through our book study, The Fish in Room 11 by Heather Dyer, we will develop our reading comprehension skills. We will learn to identify some of the main ideas within the story, use the text to help me answer some literal, inferential and evaluative questions and explore the effective word choice used by the author.

Numeracy and Mathematics�


We are focusing on understanding the value of each digit in a 2-digit and 3-digit number. We are also practicing rounding numbers to the nearest 10 and 100 to develop estimation skills. We will be using both written and mental strategies to add and subtract, applying understanding of place value and rounding.


Beyond number, we will learn to identify and name 2D and 3D shapes giving real life examples. Recognise, identify, classify and compare, using mathematical language, the properties of 2D shapes & 3D objects: sides & corners, vertices, edges and use this knowledge to sort and make our own. We will then move onto stating compass points and use this language to follow and give directions including different turns. Finally, we will learn to describe positions on a grid, demonstrating knowledge of the horizontal and vertical location.

Interdisciplinary Topic


In our Scottish history lessons, we will create a timeline that highlights important historical events and navigate through Scotland's rich heritage and influence on the world through culture and innovation. We will learn about key historical figures, such as Robert Burns, whose poetry shaped Scottish literature, and Alexander Graham Bell, the inventor of the telephone. We will study important monuments, like Edinburgh Castle and Stirling Bridge, tied to the tales of William Wallace and Robert the Bruce, and Scotland’s contributions to science and medicine, such as James Watt’s steam engine and Alexander Fleming’s accidental discovery of penicillin. We will use both primary and secondary sources to further explore the information, and gain skills needed for critical thinking and information gathering. There will be opportunities to display our knowledge of Scotland’s important moments and contributions through drama, written pieces of work, and construction.

S.T.E.A.M


Our science topic this term is Living Things. We will learn to classify what makes something living and then sort things into living, non-living or no longer living. We will learn to name animals as vertebrates or invertebrates and then sort vertebrates into the 5 main groups understanding the differences between them.

Health and Wellbeing


In Health and Well-being, we will further develop our understanding of the 5 cogs in Emotion Works: emotion words, triggers, behaviours, body sensations and regulation strategies. We will also use our book study text to develop our emotional literacy skills.


In PE this term, we are focusing on large ball games, developing skills like throwing, catching, dribbling, and teamwork. We will achieve this through a variety of fun activities and drills designed to improve hand-eye coordination, balance, and spatial awareness. We will explore different passing techniques, both with hands and feet, and work on accuracy through target-based games. Pupils will learn the importance of teamwork by participating in mini-games that encourage communication, cooperation, and strategy. In these games, pupils will apply the skills they’ve practiced, such as dribbling around obstacles and passing to teammates, to score points and defend against their opponents, and to also improve coordination and gross motor skills.
