As a school, we will be continuing our whole school nurturing approach. This will focus on
expressing our feelings and emotions and understanding the feelings of others, as well as
recognising them in others.

This term in primary 4/5 we are focusing on having a growth mindset. We are learning from
our mistakes and learning how we can turn negative thoughts into positive ones.

Literacy

Reading — Primary 5/4 will be reading ‘The night bus
hero’ as their class focus.

We will continue
building decoding skills, fluency and comprehension. This
terms comprehension focus in non-fiction texts so we will
be exploring lots of different types of texts.

Phonics/Spelling — Primary 5/4 will be working through
our Struthers Primary School phonics and spelling
programme.

Writing — This term we will be continuing our block of
Talk for Writing, where we will continue developing skills
we can use to up-levelling our writing using a variety of
writing techniques. Pupils will be supported and
encouraged to develop their writing skills by getting the
opportunity to write in a range of genres. We will focus
on writing planning, structuring ideas in a logical order
and adding interesting and exciting vocabulary. This
terms talk for writing novel will be ‘Charlotte’s Web’.
