LITERACY

Spelling and Grammar: In P6 we will continue to use Jolly Grammar and the
associated spelling programme. Our grammar focus this term is looking at parts
of speech (nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs, pronouns, prepositions and
conjunctions) and learning more about verb tenses. Spelling forms part of our
weekly homework and we encourage learners to try to use spelling words in
routine classwork.

Reading and Writing: Our novel study this term is ‘The Explorer’ by Katherine
Rundell. In addition to reading for pleasure, we will be applying critical literacy
skills to look more closely at inference and ways to evaluate evidence within
text.

Talking and Listening: we are working hard on listening for information and
instructions and building confidence in spoken fasks.

SOCIAL STUDIES

Our IDL (interdisciplinary learning) topic is Rainforests. We have already looked
at where in the world there are rainforests, getfting only slightly sidetracked into
looking into Scotland’s place in the world and European maps as well as the
locations of countries children had an interest in!

We are looking at the biodiversity of rainforests and the different habitats found
within. In addition, we will investigate the effects of deforestation on climate
change and potential consequences of species becoming endangered or
extinct.

Science: This year we have Mr Paterson as our Science teacher. This term we will
be learning about planets and the solar system, what our Earth is made of and
hopefully will squeeze in some work on the water cycle.
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NUMERACY & MATHS

Numeracy: we are beginning Pé with a return to basics and reinforcement of
the four operations: +, -, x and +. We know that many children need some
reminders of how to subfract and divide, in particular, so some practice at home
can be helpful. Times tables are our biggest focus: knowing them well makes
future maths work so much easier so it is well worth spending fime with your child
to make sure they know them well.

Coming up in Term 2 is_Time: telling the time is a life skill and we will be working
onreading analogue and digital clocks, changing between the formats, 24 hour
clock, using tfimetables and calculating duration. Again, any help you can give
at home is time very well spent!
