‘Originally”
Stanza One: journey from Glasgow to her new home
1.  Pronoun “We” – plural -  suggests shared experience.  The experience is affecting her whole family and not just her.

2.  Past Tense “came” – shows that this experience happened in the past.
3. Assonance  “our own” – highlights sense of ownership / belonging to a particular place and not the place that the family are moving to now
4. Alliteration / metaphor – “red room” - childlike impression of car / train. Colour red has connotations of passion or anger reflecting her feelings of being forced to leave city of her birth and early childhood
5. Word Choice / Alliteration – “fell” and “fields” – reflects the downhill movement of the train, but also emphasises her feelings of her lack of control in making this important decision. Alliteration draws attention to the lack of control she felt.
6. Contrast “our mother singing” – optimistic mood of her mother acts as a strong contrast to the negative feelings of Duffy.
7. Ambiguity – “our father’s name” – we are unsure whether their father is in the train carriage with them or if they are travelling to meet him at their destination.
8. Word Choice “cried” – conveys that her brothers’ feelings mirror her own.
9. Word Choice “bawling” – intensity of word, not just crying shows how upset her brother is too. Conveys strength of feeling.
10.   Repetition /Italics Capitalisation of “Home” – reinforces the 
          misery and the overwhelming sense of loss and separation that she 
           associates with this time. Italics used for emphasis and to show 
           direct speech.
11. Personification / Word Choice – “miles rushed back to the city” – conveys her own desire to return to Glasgow, to reverse the trip and once again inhabit the city, the street, the house they have left.  
12. Word Choice of “rushed” suggests speed and that she feels things are happening out with her control.  
13. LIST of places emphasises how much has been left behind.
14. Word Choice “we” – conveys that although she has written the poem from her own perspective, she also considers impact of move on the rest of her family. 
15. Contrast “stared” – contrasts her silent behaviour with the crying of her brothers
16.  Word Choice “ blind” – conveys her uncertainty and anxiety as they leave their home to move towards a different and strange environment. They are heading into the unknown.
17.  Imagery – “holding its paw” – conveys her upset and the fact that she is looking for comfort.
Stanza Two – the effects of moving home and not fitting into her new environment
18.   Metaphor – idea that childhood or the early years are a movement/ journey  from one stage of life to another.  This is a key idea explored in this poem, that childhood is equated with changes and transitions often beyond our control.
19.   Word Choice – “Some are slow” – effects of moving house – idea of slow gradual awareness of new surroundings / a gradual build up of feelings in response to the move.
20.  Imagery – “Leaving you standing” – you find yourself isolated.
21.   Word Choice – “resigned” – you have to accept things / learn to accept things.
22.   Word Choice – “up an avenue” – suggests you can be lonely / isolated
23.   Word Choice – “Where no one knows you stay” –  again effects of moving house – idea of being isolated from those around you and from those you have left behind.
24.   Word Choice – “Others are sudden” – reinforces the idea that change can seem quick and unexpected. Short abrupt sentence contrasts with elongated length of  first three lines which emphaise the “slow”stages of childhood.
25.  Word Choice – “Your accent wrong” – emphasises her distance from the new people around her.  Suggestion that she feels out of place, doesn’t fit in.
26. Word Choice – “Seem” / unimagined” – conveys her inability to fit comfortably into this new environment. Suggests she hasn’t even been able to picture her new surrounding. The fact she feels she does not belong is again reinforced.   
27. Imagery – “Peeble- dashed estates” – reinforces the different surroundings she finds herself in.
28. . Word Choice – “big boys eating worms” – conveys that people seem strange and very different.  Does “big” suggest that she is in awe / scared of them?
29.  Word Choice – “shouting words you don’t understand” – emphasises the language barriers and the different dialect / accents further reinforcing her isolation.
30.  Word Choice – “anxiety” –  mother’s optimism of first stanza has been replaced.  Her parents too are struggling to cope with move.  
31.  Simile – “like a loose tooth” – suggests that her parents’ fears aren’t strong as a loose tooth can easily fall out of its own accord or be quickly extracted. However, simile conveys idea of something irritating – always there and fact that it can’t be ignored.
32.  Repetition / Italics / Word Choice – “I want our own country” –  italics again used to convey direct speech.  Repetition of idea from first line, “We came from our own country” – emphasising idea of belonging / origin. Sense that she wants to return to where she came from.  Reminds us again of autobiographical nature of the poem.  Sense of childish tantrum in “I want” reinforces how young poet was when this experience occurred. 
Stanza Three – considers how people are changed by such experiences
33. Conjunction – “But” starts the stanza and indicates a change in line of thought from being an outsider to accepting her new surroundings.  Speaker in this stanza is older and more reflective as she considers the changes that have happened both in her life and within her.
34.   Word Choice – “then you forget / don’t recall” – conveys the way in which memory blots out what has happened in the past or in your old life. Change to second person “you” shows fragile nature of childhood memory. Possible use of second person to involved the reader and make them reflect on their own childhood and the things that they have adapted to.
35.   Word Choice – “Change”- shows how she / people begin to adapt to their new surroundings.
36.   LIST  - all words mean same. Shows change is difficult to pinpoint / define.
37.   Word Choice /Alliteration – “Seeing your brother swallow a slug” – refers back to the boys eating worms in the second stanza and shows that her brothers have adapted and now fit in well in their new surroundings. Simple alliteration suggests it was a simple, straightforward process for him.
38. Dialect / Metaphor  – “a skelf of shame” – use of Scottish dialect shows that she still feels attached to her Scottish roots and does not want to give up the last traces of the Scottish language. Her brothers have adapted well, but she still feels out of place and  like a ‘skelf’ / splinter, memories of her old life in Scotland continue to trouble her. ‘Skelf’, however, suggests she feels little guilt in accepting her new environment.
39.  Simile – “my tongue shedding its skin like a snake” –  conveys the idea of change and the idea that as she grows up and that as time passes, she is casting off her old life, just as a snake casts off its old skin.
40.  Word Choice – “My voice in the classroom sounding just like the rest” – suggests that she is now fitting in and that even her accent has changed.
41.  Inversion – “I only” – again emphasises her feelings of isolation and separation from her family during this period.
42.  Enjambment / Rhetorical Question – “Do I only think I lost ” – emphasises her sense of uncertainty as emphasis is on “think”. She questions what makes up self and identity, but can’t decide.
43.  List – all the things she thinks she may have lost – fact it is posed as a rhetorical question, again suggests her uncertainty. She lists some of the things she left behind and wonders if these things influence who she is now.
44.  Word Choice - “Now” – shows that time has moved on.    
45. Italics - again used to show direct speech. 
46.  Word Choice / Question – “Where do you come from?” – still has to clarify this with  “Originally” – this momentary hesitation shows that although she is now older, she still has mixed feelings about her true origins.
47.  Final abrupt sentence –  emphasises that even now she still feels uncertainty about her identity and where she belongs. Her hesitation reveals that she has mixed feelings about her true origins – wasn’t able to adapt as well as her brothers, but feels included now.
