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Music





We will be learning to play the Ukulele this term. We will learn about improvising and simple one finger chords (C, Am and F). We will also be exploring the music of World War Two – particularly the swing/big band era. This term we will also be preparing musical performances for our leaver’s assembly.














Mental Maths – Revising application of concepts and operations.





Revision of the four operations – multiplication, division, addition and subtraction.  With a focus on problem solving.





Fractions, Decimals and Percentages – revision of key concepts.





Practical Maths – Time, data handling, measurement and co-ordinates.











In Art we are developing our ability to observe an object and capture the various angles and details accurately.  We are also learning to design our own cartoon character by evaluating sketches, selecting the most appropriate one and producing a prototype using clay.

Reading and Comprehension – We will continue to read a variety of different novels from Literacy World.  


Writing – most of our writing will be topical including how to write a persuasive argument. We will create a newspaper report and continue to practise letter writing skills and explore wartime poetry.  We are also going to focus on short daily writing input to improve skills across tools for writing. 


Spelling – Spelling patterns will continue to be taught on a weekly basis, time will be spent revising common tricky spellings and prior concepts. 


Listening and Talking - will be embedded through topic work.   Pupils will deliver talks on WW2 events/people.

Wellbeing – Inclusion and Happiness are our school values this term and we will discuss prejudice and stereotypes.  





RME and Citizenship – We will continue to learn about Judaism, focusing on Passover and Shavuot.  We will also study the impact of religious persecution in World War Two.  





World War 2 - We will be learning about World War Two.  Our learning will include the study of the timeline of events, the allies and axis, Life in Shetland during WW2 and how the role of women changed in the war.
