· Writes words from left to right.
· Makes an attempt to use a capital letter and a full stop in at least one sentence.

	· Modelling writing

	First Level Benchmarks
	· Writes independently, punctuating most sentences accurately using a capital letter, full stop, question mark or exclamation mark.

· Links sentences using common conjunctions, for example, and, because, but or so.

· Checks writing to ensure it makes sense.

	· Capital letters and full stops for more than three sentences

· Capital letters for proper nouns

· Identify nouns, verbs and adjectives

· Using pronouns to avoid repeating noun

· 1st letter alphabetical order

· Vowels and consonants

	Second Level Benchmarks
