SCHOOL DATES
A reminder that Thursday 18 February is an in-service day for all school staff.  Friday 19th  and  Monday 22nd February are Occasional Holidays.  We hope all our learners enjoy the long weekend. 

The First Minister has confirmed that from next week children in ELC and P1-3 can return to in-person learning.  Therefore, we look forward to welcoming these learners back to Bell’s Brae on Tuesday 23 February 2021.  All previous control measures and mitigations will remain in place.  The majority of learners in P4-7 will still be engaging in remote learning until further notice from the Scottish Government.  
Within the updated guidance for this phased re-opening it states:

For example, parents should avoid contacts with other parents, children and young people at the school gates, on the way to school and after school in order to try and reduce community spread/outbreaks. Schools can assist with this by, for example, having staggered start/finish times.”
