Dear parent/carer,
Happy New Year! I hope you have all managed to enjoy the festive and have been healthy and well. I understand that this is a very challenging time for families, given the school closure and the recent local Covid-19 outbreak. It is vital that we do all we can to keep everyone safe, and as Ms Helen Budge states in her letter, the safest place for your child is at home. 

Children should only be in school if there is absolutely no alternative. If you have the option to and are working from home, your child should be at home. If you have alternative arrangements for older or younger siblings, could this be extended for your school age children? If you received a letter inviting your child to come to school, while your child is eligible to come in, we are not compelling you to send them in if you feel they would be better learning at home. We can discuss this on an individual basis. The Scottish Government want to keep as many children away from school as possible so I urge you all to make sure sending your child into school is a last resort and for the minimum amount of time. We need to do all we can to reduce the spread of Covid-19 and keep everyone safe. 

Remote Learning 11th Jan - 29th Jan 2021

This is not the way we hoped to start our new session but we, as always, will make the best of it! We have our contingency plan and are confident we will deliver high quality remote learning. This is a continuation of the learning that has been happening in school over the last two terms and our expectation is that each child will engage with their tasks, although nursery tasks are optional! If you have any concerns, please contact your child’s class teacher in the first instance. 

We will provide learners with a mix of physical resources and digital learning.  Nursery staff and primary class teachers have made up learning packs which will be available to pick up from school on Friday 8th from 12 noon until 3pm or Monday 11th January. Please phone the school to arrange a time to pick up your child’s pack. We will set packs outside so please do not come into the building. If you are unable to pick it up, delivery can be arranged. 

Parents/carers will be able to access the learning for their child on their class Team.  All learners know how to access this team and already have their username and password. They have been using this platform for their homework this session so are familiar with how to access their work. All teachers will be using the ASSIGNMENTS area of Glow for pupil work to ensure consistency in all classes. ASSIGNMENTS are tasks or units of work assigned to a pupil in a class as part of their study. 

Please make sure your child does not race through the resources in their pack all at once! Teachers will direct the learning on Teams each day and your child should only do the work that is asked of them. Teachers will suggest additional activities and we always encourage reading, outdoor play and exercise. 
If you are unable to upload work, photos or scanned copies of work can be emailed to staff using the Glow email address. You can also use this email address to contact the teacher regarding your child’s learning.

These times have been arranged so siblings sharing a device will not have conflicting appointments with their class teachers! There may be other times when pupils will meet with teachers for reading groups etc, this will be arranged on a class by class basis. 

All learners have access to Sumdog and already have their usernames and passwords.  This platform is used to support literacy and numeracy.  Class teachers may set specific tasks for learners to complete on Sumdog.  Learners can also log in to take part in additional activities to enhance their knowledge and skills. 

Instrumental tuition will all take place remotely through Vscene. If your child has lessons, please have them check their glow emails for details. 

For children accessing remote learning in school.

IF YOUR CHILD OR ANY MEMBER OF YOUR HOUSEHOLD IS DISPLAYING SYMPTOMS OF COVID-19 THEY MUST STAY AT HOME AND BOOK A TEST STRAIGHT AWAY. 

WE MUST PROTECT OUR CHILDREN AND STAFF.

Your child will be supported in a ‘bubble’ within the school from 9am – 3pm. Currently we are operating with three bubbles with up to 12 children in each, supported by Nursery and ASN support staff. The children are not being ‘taught’ in school, they are being supported to access the same remote learning as their peers learning at home. 

Children and staff will remain in the same bubble to minimise contacts. Siblings will be in the same groupings. 

Nursery rooms – entrance through nursery door, upper playground access

P2/3 classroom – entrance through lower playground door, middle playground access

P4/5 classroom – entrance through p4/5 fire door, multicourt access

Your child will be met on Monday morning and directed to their area by a member of staff. 

Please note that there is no breakfast club or NOOSC at this time. 

School transport is running normally so your child can access this if you wish. Please ensure they have their face covering and that they sit distanced from other children, except for family members.

There will be school lunches served, if your child brings their own packed lunch they should continue to do this. If they would like to switch to school lunches, please contact the office to arrange this. 

Please bring only essential items to school each day. These include:

Water bottle, snack and packed lunch (if your child brings one)

Laptop/ipad if this has been provided by the school already to support remote learning

Learning pack 

Diary with login details 

Warm, outdoor clothing as children will be using the local area for play and learning. Waterproofs and wellies would be beneficial too! 

If your child receives music tuition, bring instrument for lesson – check glow emails for individual lesson days and times 

Covid-19 Protocols

We are adhering to the guidance shared previously. There is a rigorous cleaning schedule, good hand hygiene and shared items are kept to a minimum. Staff wear face coverings and where possible maintain 2m distancing from pupils. We have good ventilation and are making use of the outdoor spaces as often as is practical.
