OCEAN IN A BOTTLE
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Materials needed:
-empty plastic bottle
-oil (vegetable oil or baby oil)
-water
-food colouring
-superglue
First, fill the bottle about 1/3 of the way full with water. Add a few drops of food colouring and screw the lid on tight. Shake the bottle a bit until the food colouring is evenly dispersed throughout the water. Next, fill the bottle the rest of the way with oil...using a funnel is best. Superglue the lid onto the bottle. Complete! 
Have fun swishing the bottle from side to side or shaking it all up, just to watch the bubbles of oil pop while the water settles at the bottom and the oil at the top. This is a great time to talk to your children about the density of liquids as well! Basically, the water weighs more (has a higher density) thank the oil and will sink below it in the bottle, no matter how much you shake your OCEAN IN A BOTTLE and attempt to mix the two together. So cool!!!
