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Literacy and English
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	Reading

Novels 
Pupils will be reading novels this term. Pupils will have to read their pages/chapter set for the day due. 
Comprehension tasks will focus on their novels. Pupils will have questions to answer weekly about what they have read at home. They will also have the chance to create questions about their novel for their peers.  
Children will have access to the library weekly.  They will spend time reading alone or with friends.   

Writing 

This term we will be focussing on imaginary writing which is based on a popular fairytale story. Pupils will have a chance to engage with the fairy tale in many ways such as drama, sequencing the events in the tale exploring different versions of the tale. From this, pupils will change asepcts of the story which allows them to create their own imaginary tale. When writing the pupils will be encouraged to use detail, appropriate tone and language features consistently. 
We will have focussed handwriting and grammar lessons every week. 

We will have spelling sessions throughout the week which will introduce spelling sounds/words, activities to consolidate the learning of these sounds/words and we will continue to assess our learning through a weekly spelling test on a Friday. 
Listening and Talking we will be developing our talking skills through class discussion and group activities.  Pupils will continue to speak informally in the class such as sharing their work, giving feedback to peers, reading aloud etc. Pupils will also be expected to share their topic work presentations. 


	Maths and Numeracy
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	Subtraction, Multiplication and Division This term we are focussing on subtraction.  We will look at both mental and written strategies for subtraction.  We will also develop our confidence with our times tables through multiplying and dividing. 
Topic maths will focus on measure – length, weight, capacity and area. 

	Social Studies


	Global Citizenship
Pupils will be learning about events that are taking place around the world. This will include different areas of social studies. Events include: Chinese New Year; Martin Luther King day and Burns Night.  

	Sciences
	Electricity: Pupils will design, draw and build electrical circuits. They will use appropriate symbols to denote a bulb, switch, motor, bell, buzzer, wires, cell and a battery. Pupils will also be learning about how energy is stored and the way it is sourced.
