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	Literacy & English
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	Reading

At this stage, it is important for P1 to engage in rhymes, songs, stories and other texts, thus developing their pre-reading and literacy skills.  In class we will read at least 1 picture book everyday and build conversation around the story.  We will talk about what might happen next, what we like about the story and will spend time working on rhyming words.  Reading for enjoyment is a large focus in Primary 1 so lots of time will be given to this.  We will continue learning sounds using the Jolly Phonics program. Children will begin to sound out and blend short words together.  This is the foundational steps for reading.
Writing 

We will work in news jotters every Monday.  Primary 1’s will be encouraged to draw a detailed black line drawing first and then mark make on the lines to ‘write’. They will begin to learn some ‘tricky words’, such as ‘I’ and ‘the’ and attempt writing phonetically.   Once they have done this, an adult will scribe their description of their picture and writing for them.  We will write in various other contexts throughout the term.
Listening and Talking will be encouraged through all areas of the curriculum.  We will be working on taking turns when talking and listening and giving eye contact.  To develop the children’s phonological awareness, time will be spent working on syllable detection and rhyming words.

	Maths & Numeracy
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	Number work will focus on numbers within 10 –- counting forwards and backwards - and counting forwards up to 20, identifying numbers before/after/in-between, using our fingers and number lines to help us count and also practising number recognition.  Pre-addition skills will be strengthened by spending time counting collection of objects.
Topic Maths  

We will continue to look at shape, identifying 2d shapes and learning 3d shapes by looking at everyday objects. We consider days and dates daily, but will spend a little time this term on days of the week and months of the year.

	Art:  The class will have Art with Mrs Burr on Friday mornings. 
In class we will work on improving fine motor skills and pre-writing skills.    
We will work on adding detail to black line drawings during news writing.  We will use stories and our topic work to inspire imaginative drawing and painting. Activities will involve cutting to improve scissor skills.  In relation to Winter and the festivals this term, we will be learning about traditions and making crafts to symbolise these.  We will continue to use a range of media to practice mark making through our learning of sounds and number. 

	
	Drama:  The class will be given opportunities to act out stories and engage in play in the role play areas in classroom. We will also be working on a school play alongside p3/4.

	
	Music: Music will be on Monday mornings with Mrs Pottinger.  
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	We will continue our theme of houses and homes, considering where animals might live or hibernate in winter and the different kinds of houses we live in. 
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	As we play and learn, we will be thinking what is fair and unfair and the importance of caring, sharing and cooperating with others.

This term we will be learning about Christmas and the Christmas story. 

	Health and Wellbeing
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	We will be thinking about how to play sensibly and safely at all times and why it is important to let others do the same.  We will work on sharing and taking turns. 

We will continue to use The Zones of Regulation as a tool to help children become more aware of their emotions and to explore strategies to regulate their feelings and responses.  We will also begin to use the Emotion Works program to widen children’s emotional vocabulary. Both these programs are being used as a whole school approach to support the health and wellbeing of our pupils.
We will spend time this term learning about road safety and how to travel safely, thinking about the darker nights and how to be ‘safe and seen.’

	
	P.E. 

The class will have gym on Thursday afternoons with Mr Kirkness.  His sessions will incorporate ball games to build gross and fine motor skills, co-ordination, decision making and communication.  
During class PE we are continuing to build on our gross and fine motor skills and our ability to work as a team through various games.
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
