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	Literacy & English
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	Reading

This term Primary 2 are continuing to move ahead at their individual stages with reading, building knowledge around sounds, blending and tricky words.  We will begin to look at comprehension activities based on the reading program. We will visit the school library weekly.
Writing 

We will continue to write in news in jotters every Monday.  Primary 2’s will be encouraged to work more independently, add more detail to their writing, use a range of vocabulary and improve sentence structure. We will write various other texts throughout this term.  Jolly Phonics will continue with learning 1 new spelling pattern each week.  These include split diagraphs and other alternative spelling patterns. Spelling check-ups will continue on Friday mornings.
Listening and Talking will be encouraged through all areas of the curriculum. We will introduce Show and Tell where children can bring something in to talk about. Children will be encouraged to think of interesting questions to ask their peers. We will use Drawing Club as a tool for increasing vocabulary by introducing less commonly used words relating to the story, along with actions each week.

	Maths & Numeracy
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	Number work will continue to consolidate learning on numbers within 100, practising number recognition and formation, counting forwards and backwards, identifying numbers before/after/in-between.  We will try skip counting in 2s, 5s, 10s and 100s.  We will revise number bonds within 10 and move onto addition and subtraction to 20.  Spending time looking at number fact families and beginning to learn about the commutativity of number facts. 
Topic - P2 will be looking at measuring this term. We will be looking at length, weight and capacity. They will have opportunities to explore these concepts through active learning and free play with available resources.
Pattern - We will continue to look at patterns with shape and design and on number lines and hundred squares when counting in 2s, 5s and 10s.

	Expressive Arts
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	Art:  The class will have Art with Mrs Burr on Friday mornings. 
In class we will explore different ways of creating images and textures in relation to our topic on Seas and Oceans. We will also create ‘boats’ using junk modelling and experiment with floating, linking art and science.
We will continue to have fun in ‘Drawing Club’ as we draw and use our imaginations to immerse ourselves in stories, linking this creative process to number as we use ‘codes’ to bring our drawings to life and creative storytelling as children put their own ideas into the story through drawing. 

	
	Drama: The class will have opportunities for role play and acting out stories as part of the whole school ‘Talk for Writing’ focus this term, as we look at traditional tales.  

	
	Music: Music will be on Monday’s after break time with Mrs Pottinger.  We will use songs in class to help learn sounds and things like days of the week and months of the year.
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	P2 will learn how to switch on a laptop, open a word document and type using different colours, fonts and sizing.  Primary 2 will learn to become more independent when logging onto Education City and Sumdog on laptops and i-Pads.

	Sciences
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	We will consider sea life and the life cycle of a chosen species. We will look at local sea life, learning about habitats and how science is showing the importance of caring for our seas and oceans and thinking about what we can do to help.
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	As we play and learn, we will be thinking what is fair and unfair and the importance of caring, sharing and cooperating with others.

We will learn about the Christian story - Jesus calming the storm.

	Health and Wellbeing
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	We will continue to use the Zones of Regulation to check in and as a tool for communicating how we are feeling. We will also learn more through the ‘Emotion Works’ program, increasing vocabulary and awareness of our own and others emotions. 

We will begin to use the Relationships, Sexual Health and Parenthood (RSHP) resources to learn about our bodies, being unique, the ‘PANTS’ rule (NSPCC), our families and friendships.

Most days in class, everyone will brush their teeth after lunch or break time.  We have regular visits from Childsmile in P1/2

	
	P.E. -The class will have gym on Tuesday afternoons with Mr Kirkness.  This term in PE the children will firstly be doing gymnastics. This will develop their balance and control, core stability, strength and build their confidence, determination and resilience. Block 2 of this term will be bat and ball skills, developing hand, eye coordination and gross and fine motor skills.
During class PE we will be building our skills of teamwork through games, Shetland dancing for fun and coordination and assault course activities to build balance and fitness.
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
