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P1 Curriculum Overview Term 3

	Literacy & English
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	Reading

At this stage, it is important for P1 to engage in rhymes, songs, stories and other texts.  This will help develop their pre-reading and literacy skills.  In class we aim to read 1 picture book every day, reading for enjoyment is a large focus in Primary 1, so lots of time will be given to this.  We will learn the endeavour to learn the next 3 sets of Jolly Phonics sounds this term and children will continue to work on blending to read 3 letter words. We will also introduce some ‘tricky’ sight words and the ORT book characters as foundational steps towards reading.
Writing 

We will write in news jotters every Monday.  Primary 1’s will be encouraged to draw a detailed black line drawing first and then mark make on the lines to ‘write’. They will begin to learn some ‘tricky words’, such as ‘I’, ‘the’, ‘was’, ‘he’ and ‘she’  and children will be encouraged to use their knowledge of sounds and blending to begin writing independently, alongside scribing and modelling. We will write in various media other contexts throughout the term, in both structured lessons and free play opportunities.
Listening and Talking will be encouraged through all areas of the curriculum.  We will be working on taking turns when talking and listening and giving eye contact. To develop the children’s phonological awareness, time will be spent working on syllable detection, rhyming, blending and segmentation of words. 

	Maths & Numeracy
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	Number work will focus on numbers within 20.  We will spend time counting forwards and backwards, identifying numbers before/after/in-between, using our fingers and number lines to help us count and also practising number recognition.  We will work on learning how to add and subtract from a number (within 10) and look at ‘how many more’ or ‘how many less’ in a collection. 

Topic 
In topic maths we will be learning about measuring. We will use language such as taller/shorter, heavier/lighter and full/empty when looking at length, weight and capacity. Children will be given opportunities to explore these things through play and lesson based activities.

	Expressive Arts
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	Art:  The class will have Art with Mrs Burr on Friday mornings. 
In class we will explore different ways of creating images and textures in relation to our topic on Seas and Oceans. We will also create ‘boats’ using junk modelling and experiment with floating, linking art and science.
We will continue to have fun in ‘Drawing Club’ as we draw and use our imaginations to immerse ourselves in stories, linking this creative process to number as we use ‘codes’ to bring our drawings to life and creative storytelling as children put their own ideas into the story through drawing.

	
	Drama:  The class will have opportunities for role play and acting out stories as part of the whole school ‘Talk for Writing’ focus this term, as we look at traditional tales.

	
	Music: Music will be on Monday mornings with Mrs Pottinger. We will use songs in class to help learn sounds and things like days of the week and months of the year.
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	We will consider sea life and the life cycle of a chosen species. We will look at local sea life, learning about habitats and how science is showing the importance of caring for our seas and oceans and thinking about what we can do to help.
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	As we play and learn, we will be thinking what is fair and unfair and the importance of caring, sharing and cooperating with others.
We will learn about the Christian story - Jesus Calms the Storm.

	Health and Wellbeing
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	We will continue to use the Zones of Regulation to check in and as a tool for communicating how we are feeling. We will also learn more through the ‘Emotion Works’ program, increasing vocabulary and awareness of our own and others emotions. 
We will begin to use the Relationships, Sexual Health and Parenthood (RSHP) resources to learn about our bodies, being unique, the ‘PANTS’ rule (NSPCC), our families and friendships.

Most days in class, everyone will brush their teeth after lunch or break time.  We have regular visits from Childsmile in P1/2.

	
	P.E. 

The class will have gym on Tuesday afternoons with Mr Kirkness.  This term in PE the children will firstly be doing gymnastics. This will develop their balance and control, core stability, strength and build their confidence, determination and resilience. The second block this term will be bat and ball skills, developing hand eye coordination and gross and fine motor skills, along with other benefits of working with others and building confidence.
During class PE we will be building our skills of teamwork through games, Shetland dancing for fun and coordination and assault course activities to build balance and fitness.
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
