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Literacy & English
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	Reading -Primary are all making good progress with reading. This term Primary 2 will continue to develop their reading skills and comprehension of the texts as we move through the reading program. They will be encouraged to select books from the library on our weekly visit. 
Writing - We will continue to write in news in jotters every Monday.  Primary 2’s will be encouraged to work more independently, add more detail to their writing, use a range of vocabulary and improve sentence structure.  We will write various other texts throughout this term.  Spelling groups will be learning words based around a different spelling pattern each week. Assessment of spelling will be on Friday mornings.
Listening and Talking - will be encouraged through all areas of the curriculum. Planned show and tell sessions will allow a set time for each child to share an item or a picture with the class and pupils will be encouraged to think of interesting questions to ask their peers. We will continue to use Drawing Club as a tool for increasing vocabulary by introducing less commonly used words relating to the story, along with actions each week.

	Maths & Numeracy
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	Number work will focus on numbers within 100.  We will continue to strengthen our understanding of number facts to 20. We will spend time looking at number fact families, gaining an understanding of the commutativity of number facts. The class will also start looking at pre multiplication and division skills, grouping items and making arrays. 
Topic - We will be looking at money this term, facilitated through play and some teacher led activities, which will (hopefully) include a small plant sale! We will also be looking at telling the time.
Pattern - We will look at patterns on number lines and hundred squares when counting in 2s, 5s and 10s.

	Expressive Arts
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	Art:  The class have Art with Mrs Burr on Friday mornings.  
In class we will continue to explore different media for mark making and to create different pieces around our topic of growing things. 
We will continue to have fun in ‘Drawing Club’ as we draw and use our imaginations to immerse ourselves in stories, linking this creative process to number as we use ‘codes’ to bring our drawings to life and creative storytelling as children put their own ideas into the story through drawing. 

	
	Drama:  The class will be given opportunities to act out stories and engage in play in the role play areas in classroom.

	
	Music: Music will be on Monday mornings with Mrs Pottinger, and we will use music and song in class, connected to phonics and topic learning.
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	P2 will learn how to switch on a laptop, open a word document and type using different colours, fonts and sizing.  Primary 2 will learn to become more independent when logging onto Education City and Sumdog on laptops and i-Pads.

	Sciences
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	Primary 2 will be engaging in our class topic on growing things. We will learn about living things, such as the life cycle of butterflies and frogs. We will also learn what plants need to live and grow, through growing our own in class.
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	Connecting to our topic of growing things we will look at what the bible says about creation, whilst considering that people have different beliefs.

As we play and learn, we will be thinking what is fair and unfair and the importance of caring, sharing and cooperating with others.

	Health and Wellbeing
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	We will continue to use the Zones of Regulation to check in and as a tool for communicating how we are feeling. We will also learn more through the ‘Emotion Works’ program, increasing vocabulary and awareness of our own and others emotions. 

We will continue to use the Relationships, Sexual Health and Parenthood (RSHP) resources to learn about friends and friendship, looking after plants and animals, families, pregnancy and looking after a baby.

Most days in class, everyone will brush their teeth after lunch or break time.  We have regular visits from Childsmile in P1/2.

	
	P.E. There will be a focus on athletics and potted sports in the first block of term 4. This will develop gross and fine motor skills, coordination and fluency, all aspects of physical fitness and communication, respect and tolerance of pupils.  During block 2 of the term the focus will be on physical literacy developing skills in kinaesthetic awareness, focus and concentration, motivation and their physical fitness, as well as boosting confidence and self-esteem.
P1/2 will be swimming for a 6 week block, followed by class PE until the end of term which will build on sports day skills, games and races and making the most of our outdoor spaces in the summer term.
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
