The class will explore balance, rotation, travelling, jumping and flight in different gymnastics contexts. They will use a variety of different apparatus and floor situations to build confidence, resilience and improve their skills. 
In the second half of the term, the class will develop and improve their batting and bowling skills through a range of games and practices. We will have a focus on problem solving tasks and the pupil’s ability to persevere with some of the more complex tasks.
