Number processes 
Learners work at their own pace through number processes. All tasks are individualised. 
Some areas we are working on this term are: 

Primary 1 – Addition and subtraction within 20
Primary 2 – Numbers to 100 
Primary 3 – 7 Times tables up to 12, addition and subtraction strategies and mental recall
Literacy
P1 – P2 
· Develop phonological awareness through rhyming, songs and sounds. 
· Begin to blend sounds 
· Further develop fine motor skills
· Regularly select and read to texts which we find enjoyable and interesting
·  Develop imaginations through weekly mark making, drawing and writing
P3 – P4 
· Use knowledge of sounds to break down unfamiliar words
· Regularly select and read to texts which we find enjoyable and interesting
· Develop functional writing skills through weekly lessons. 
· Develop confidence to become more independent in writing
P6 – P7 
· Enhance grammar and vocabulary through weekly lessons  
· Engage with novels and follow up comprehension 
· Regularly select and read to texts which we find enjoyable and interesting
· Develop functional writing skills through weekly lessons. 
· Develop confidence in self-editing 



Numeracy and Mathematics
Measurement 
P1: 
· Comparing and ordering the length, weight and capacity of objects. 
· Estimating and measuring length, weight and capacity using non-standard units (e.g. hands, cubes)

P2: 
· Estimating and measuring length, weight and capacity of objects. 
· Beginning to measure and compare areas using non-standard units. 

P3-4: 
·  Estimating and measuring length using non-standard units, metres and centimetres
· Estimating and measuring weight using kilograms and capacity using litres. 
· Estimating and measuring the area of shapes by counting squares. 

P6-7: 
·  Estimate and measure length, height, distance, weight and capacity accurately to the nearest appropriate unit. 
· Calculating perimeter and area. 
· Converting between related units (e.g. centimetres to metres). 

Chance and Uncertainty 
· P2-7 will consider the likelihood of events occurring. 


Maths and its impact on the world 
· Learners will consider the importance of numbers in the world. 

IDL Topic 1: Democracy (P4 - 7) 
We are learning about the features of a democracy in the build up to the local Scottish elections. P4 – 7 will learn about: 
· What a democracy is
· Why and how we vote
· The Scottish Parliament
· Who makes decisions
· Elections and political parties

IDL Topic 1: Fairytales (P1 - 3) 
We are learning about traditional fairytales. Through exploring traditional fairytales, experiences and outcomes will vary depending on pupil choice and interests. A range of skills will be developed such as: 
· Listening and talking through retelling stories, role play and group discussions
· Reading skills will be developed by learning about story structure, predictions and recognising patters
· Writing skills through creating own fairy tales, sequencing and exposure to descriptive language
· Problem solving skills through a range of challenges influenced by the fairytales
· Art and Design through a range of fairytales stimulus.

Through inter-disciplinary learning, the class will learn about ‘Space’ including: 
· What Space is
· Earth and its position in Space 
· The Sun, day and night
· The Moon and beyond
· The planets
· Space exploration
· Technology and forces
