Start with a clean piece of paper. Draw 4 lines starting at
one end of the paper straight down to the other side. Make

You now will paint/colour at R

least 3 different sheets of paper with
different colours - remember to make it

bright and colourful!

Now it is time to become the artist Mondrian! You will
carefully use the scissors and cut rectangles and squares
from the coloured sheets then lay them to the side.




It is time now to carefully cut out
your black lines and position them
however you want, on your last piece
of paper. This will become your final
piece - your MONDRIAN!

Finally add your coloured rectangles and squares into the
composition...

Do you like what you have made?
What colours have worked well together and why?
