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ICT – We will explore ‘coding’ and build simple programs.  We will continue to develop our keyboard skills as well as searching and inserting pictures into our documents. 


Health and Wellbeing – we will develop our understanding of medicines and some other substances that can be used in a safe way to improve health. 


RME – We will continue to look at different places of worship and discuss differences and similarities.  We will develop an awareness of the ways in which Christians celebrate different times of year and can relate these to our own lives and community, including Christmas.


Key learning points for our Forces and Energy topic will be push and pull, friction, gravity and air resistance, �magnetism and electricity.  By investigating forces on objects, we will predict the effect on the shape or motion of an object.  We will explore the forces exerted by magnets and create electrical circuits.  


We will also focus on school values of safety and inclusion with discussion on how to react in unsafe situations and emergencies.


Class novel this term is ‘The Boy Who Grew Dragons’ by Andy Shepherd. 





Reading – We will focus on reading with expression.  We will also continue to develop our skills with answering inferential questions about a text.  


Writing – We will be exploring how our word choice can engage our reader.  We will create imagery through use of adjectives and adverbs. We will also begin to organise our writing into paragraphs and explore functional writing (letters) and more on poetry.


Handwriting – We will continue to develop our joining skills and writing with a pen. 


Phonics/Spelling – We will extend our knowledge of spelling patterns.  We will continue to develop strategies to spell words with greater independence.


Listening and talking will be embedded through topic work.


Grammar – We will develop our skills using synonyms and antonyms. We will revise alphabetical order and use this to build on our dictionary skills. 








We will develop addition and subtraction skills with 3-digit numbers, including the formal methods. 


We will build on our knowledge of times tables and link it to our work on division.


We will participate in the Numeracy Project to extend our skills and knowledge of multiplication.


We will develop our knowledge on telling the time on analogue and digital clocks.  We will also interpret calendars and timetables.


We will continue to develop our mental maths strategies, including rounding numbers and counting forwards and backwards.
