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ICT – We will continue to explore ‘coding’ and move onto ‘Scratch’ coding.  We will continue to develop our power point skills, use search engines and staying safe online. 


Health and Wellbeing – We will develop our knowledge on how food is grown, how it gets here and how it contributes to our health.  We will investigate how the media is used, including advertising and begin to consider how this may affect our choices.  We will also look at how people in the past treated ailments, including how they made and used medicine. 


RME – We will explore some of the key features of the Eid Festival in Islam and how it is celebrated. 


Key learning points for our Castles topic (IDL) will be: 


Learn why and where castles were built in Scotland. ( Investigate what life was like in a castle. ( Through design and technology challenges, explore the features of a castle and their uses. ( Select appropriate materials for design challenges and make adaptions when required. ( Investigate the history of local buildings such as Scalloway Castle and Clickimin Broch. �


We will also focus on school values of respect and determination.


Our class novel will be The Wild Robot by Peter Brown.





This term we are developing our skills in the following: 


Dance with Motivation.

Badminton with Balance and Control.














We will continue to build on our knowledge of number processes (+, -, x and ÷) 


We will continue to develop our skills in exploring multiplication and division strategies with 3-digit numbers.


We will continue to develop our knowledge on telling the time on analogue and digital clocks.  We will develop our data handling skill set. 


We will continue to develop our mental maths strategies, including the use of the ‘chunking’ strategy and develop our strategies when working on word problems. 





Reading – We Will focus on finding and using information in non-fiction texts.


Writing – We will be exploring how to engage an audience with our writing using different text formats e.g. posters, leaflets, invites etc. 


We will also develop our functional writing skills by using features of non-fiction texts such as titles, headings, captions and bold print. 


Handwriting – We will continue to develop our joining skills and writing with a pen. 


Phonics/Spelling – We will continue to practise spelling strategies.  We will continue to learn a new spelling pattern each week.  


Listening and talking will be embedded through topic work and sharing our news.


Grammar – We will develop our knowledge of prefixes and suffixes as well as conjunctions and pronouns.  





Language- French Revision





We will be singing IDL related songs and learning about the music and instruments from Medieval times.  We will also use our IDL knowledge to create short rhythms that we can rap and beatbox to.  We will learn about the pentatonic scale and compose simple melodic pieces using that scale.
