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We will continue to build on our knowledge of number processes (+, -, x and ÷). 


We will extend our knowledge and understanding of various multiplication and division strategies.


We will continue to develop our skills in exploring fractions.


We will continue to develop our knowledge on ‘money’. 


We will explore ‘measurement’, including perimeter and area.  �


We will develop our use of problem-solving techniques, including doubles and halves, compensating and estimating. 





Reading – We will focus on developing our fluency skills whilst reading aloud in groups and during paired reading opportunities. 


Writing – We will continue to explore paragraphs and the use of direct and indirect speech in our writing.  We will explore some figurative language, including similes and idioms. 


We will also develop our understanding of non-fiction texts including newspapers, menus and fact books, such as recipe books or farming literature. 


Handwriting – We will continue to develop our joining skills and writing in ink. 


Phonics/Spelling – We will continue to practise spelling strategies.  We will continue to learn a new spelling pattern each week and consolidate our knowledge of tricky spelling patterns.  


Listening and talking will be embedded through topic work and sharing our news.


Grammar – We will develop our knowledge of pronouns and prepositions.

We will develop our vocabulary for food.
