    Questions to ask and things to try at home
What is 5 squared? 
What is 2 x 2? 
What square number comes after 25? 
The "Twin" Dice Roll: Roll two dice. If the numbers match (twins!), multiply them together to get a square number. Keep a tally of who gets the most square numbers in 5 minutes.
Square Number "Bingo": Write down six square numbers. You call out the "twins" (e.g., "7 times 7!" or "5 times 5!"). If they have the answer on their list, they cross it off. First to cross all five wins.
Topmarks: Hit the Button: Select "Square Numbers." 

Questions to ask and things to try at home
Is 13 a prime number? Why? 
Would 21 be a prime number? 
What prime number comes after 13? 
Prime Number "Splat": Write the numbers 1 to 20 on a piece of paper (or in chalk on the ground). Call out "Prime!" and the child has to "splat" a prime number as fast as they can.
Prime Number Search: When you are out and about, look at house numbers or bus numbers. Ask: "Is that number prime?" If it ends in an even number (like 14) or a 5 (like 15), they should quickly know it isn't prime!

What is a Square number? 
A square number is what you get when you take a number and multiply it by itself. It’s like a number's "twin" coming to visit!
· The Rule: A number times itself (like 4 times 4 or 5 times 5).
· The Visual: You can always arrange these numbers into a perfect square shape. The "width" and the "height" of the shape are exactly the same.
· Square Numbers to 100: 1, 4, 9,16,25, 36, 49, 64, 81,100 
Squares are "perfectly balanced" (they make a square shape)

What is a Prime number? 
A prime number is a number that is "stubborn"—it can't be split up into equal groups. The only way to make it is 1 times itself.
· The Rule: It only has two factors (1 and itself).
· The Visual: If you had a bag of 7 sweets, you couldn't share them equally with a friend without having some left over or cutting one in half. You can only put them in one long row of 7.
· Prime Numbers to 20: 2, 3, 5, 7, 11, 13, 17, 19.
Primes are "un-shareable" (except by 1)
Speedy Skills – Prime Numbers to 20 and Square Numbers to 100
The Speedy Skill for this block is being confident in identifying different types of numbers.  
This means we will be focusing on quickly recalling prime numbers up to 20 as well as knowing the square of numbers from 1 – 10. We will be working on this in class and below are some ideas for working on this at home.
