Reading – Literacy World and Ginn 360 books and a range of other texts will be used in school.  


Vocabulary /Spelling – This is taught in class.


Grammar/Punctuation: Active & passive verbs, Speech from the past compared to modern.  Revise use of common proper and abstract nouns, using colons and semi-colons, apostrophes, sentence openers and figurative language including similes and metaphors.


Writing – most of our writing this term will link to our topic; e.g. reading for information (Victorian Era research), functional writing (Advertising in Victorian style, letters from a workhouse) as well as Imaginative writing including Alice in Wonderland inspired writing.  We will also look at various styles of poetry including Scottish poetry.


Handwriting – Continue practice of joins and develop own style


Listening and Talking – Listening to BBC School Radio clips of Victorian life and class talk on influential individuals
