Term 3 Curriculum Overview











In art we are learning to capture the 3 dimensions of various shapes.





We are also learning how to block print with different colours.








We will be using a variety of musical styles to experiment with different vocal sounds eg. beatboxing and we will be introduced to using musical technology to create simple compositions. We will be singing a variety of songs from Scotland and other cultures in unison and in harmony while developing our skills in singing in three and four part rounds. We will be developing our knowledge of the pentatonic scale and the associated hand-signs to show pitch as well as using Kodály rhythm names following the associated stick notation with an introduction to the stave.








Digital Literacies - We will continue to build on skills in coding and Microbits through our climate topic.





Health Topic – our health, this term, will continue to focus substances and their effect on the body.





RME and Citizenship – We will continue to learn about Judaism in addition to exploring Easter traditions.





Climate – We will be learning about Scotland’s natural resources, including hydrocarbons and renewables.  We will investigate climate change and will be entering the Climate Smarter Challenge.
