



We will be developing our understanding of number by learning about place value.


We will be learning the forward number sequences up to 100 and the backward number sequence from 100. 


We will be introducing greater than and less than. 


We will be learning to follow and make directions with our bodies and electronic maths toys, using the associated directional vocabulary.


We will continue to work on number formations to ensure theses are correct.
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Term 2 Curriculum Overview











We will be focusing on rhyme this term. 


Reading – We will be recognising punctuation, learning about its importance and working on using the punctuation in stories to help us read with fluency. 


Writing – We will be doing a daily write using a variety of topics focusing on consistently using correct punctuation.  


Listening and talking –We will doing show and tell in class to develop our listening and talking skills. We will be listening to lots of stories that include rhyming. 


Handwriting – Continue to ensure we have correct letter formation and begin to look at the heights of the letters. 


Spelling – We will break the word down into individual sounds and use the letters that represent the sounds to build the word.


Our class novel this term is ‘The Owl who is Afraid of the Dark’. 











We will be looking at the Zones of Regulation in more detail with a series of lessons linked to this.  


We look at how to assess and manage risk to keep ourselves safe.  


Our school value this term is safety.


For RME we will focus on the Christmas story. 


Our topic this term is Night and Day. This will include investigating energy used for light and electrical circuits. We will also look at the sun and the moon.








This term we will doing gymnastics with a focus on multi-processing and decision-making.
