Reading
Syllabic awareness – Syllable blending games.

If you have a toy robot then use it for these games. If not, draw one and cut it out to play the games.
Adult say some words in a funny robot voice. 
Pronounce each word normally but leave a one second gap between each syllable. ie He-llo where are you go-ing to-day? 
Ask your child what you said.
Now get the robot to play the guess the word game.
How many words did you hear correctly?

Examples of words:
2 syllables
pen/cil
don/key
pic/nic
gar/den

3 syllables
la/dy/bird
fan/tas/tic
com/put/er
an/i/mal

4 syllables
te/le/vi/sion
in/ter/est/ing
all/i/ga/tor

Listening and Talking
Play “I spy”. I spy is great for developing listening and attention skills. 
There are many ways to play I spy! Not only does it help develop listening and talking skills it also develops other numeracy and literacy skills too. 
Here are some examples:- with my little eye something that is red (colours), a sphere (shapes), plays music (naming objects), rhymes with cat (rhyme).

Writing
Making marks using paint and wheels.
What you need:-
Paint
A4 or larger paper
A shallow tray
Toy cars/trucks/wheeled toys

Put some paint into the shallow tray
Roll/drive your wheeled toys in the paint. Can you see all the mark they make?
Now drive them over the paper to create roads and marks of where they’ve been.

Wheeled toys in paint maths
When you are playing with your mark making activity in paint you can add maths in too!

What direction is the car going? Up, down, forwards, backwards.
Can you make shapes, numbers, letters with the painted wheels on the paper?
How many lines did the wheels make on your paper?
Is some wheels thicker/thinner than others?


Making breakfast- Ordering
If possible take some photos of your child helping to make breakfast.

Use the photos to talk about order.
What did you do first? after? next? last?

Muddle the photos up. Is this the right order? Can you put them into the right order?
