Interdisciplinary Learning





Autumn/Winter activities – explore leaves, colours, seeds-Snow, ice, twigs etc. –outdoor activities and learning through play.


Stories from the past –St Andrew, Guy Fawkes-role play and illustrate. 


Understand the significance of the celebrations-fireworks, poppies, candles.


Craft Activities, painting, printing make choices of materials for craft, play activities.


Investigate different sounds with a variety of materials available eg. rice crispies fireworks, instruments, papers.


STEM challenge activities- paper chain contest, Santa’s sleigh and trees.


ICT- using Word to open, save, print files, import images using snipping tool. Fireworks words, online games. Introduce PowerPoint-Christmas objects.

















Curriculum areas and subjects


Health and Wellbeing: Bonfire night and firework safety. Being safe on dark night. Building positive relationships-random acts of kindness, Discuss germs - brushing teeth and handwashing. Healthy food – school dinner choices and healthy snacks. Visit from new baby.


Literacy and English:  Show and Tell, p1 – phonic sounds, rhymes and formations daily. Sight words and reading tricky words. P2 – tricky words, word and sentence building, capital letters. Writing about news, festivals and stories.


Numeracy and Mathematics: p1 number formations, counting up to 10 through play, games and daily activities SEAL maths. P2 addition and subtraction within 10 and 20, number bonds. SEAL maths.


Dates of Birthdays and yearly calendar, including seasons. Practical maths in play –weighing/volume/length comparisons. Money – in class shop/cafe.


RME: Story of Noah, link to number doubles, keeping promises. Christmas story and Christmas play.  Make Christmas cards, craft, decorations.  Look at ways people from other countries celebrate Christmas.


French saying names, numbers and colours revision, new vocabulary for classroom instructions and food. Christmas songs and vocabulary. French Christmas customs 


Art: Glass jar lanterns. Clay tree decorations. I'm a peerie angel. Look at artists' work.


PE: Large ball skills and teamwork skills through a range of games and practices. Improving their communication and developing their problem solving skills.


Music: Developing performance skills: focussing on accurate pitch, clear diction and following performance directions in preparation for the Christmas concert.
