Interdisciplinary Learning





Exploring the local area – We will be investigating our local area and we will compare it to other places in the world. We will identify natural and manmade features of our local environment on our walks. Locate places using google earth.

Take part in the Voar Redd Up and consider ways of looking after the school and the environment. Discussion about climate change.


Explore features of different climate zones around the world. Watch videos and use note-taking skills. Experiments related to weather and landforms.


Explore a variety of foods produced in Scotland, discussing the different types of agriculture involved. 


Record any family walks to a whole school app plotting a route in Shetland/beyond.








Curriculum areas and subjects


Literacy - Weekly spelling and grammar. Weekly extended writing linked to interdisciplinary learning wherever possible using the VCOP approach. Write conversations in play script format and work on speech marks and punctuation. Newspaper report about a weather incident. Research from books and internet. Presentation of research to class. Note taking from programmes. Guided reading 3/4 times per week and daily opportunities to read for pleasure. Linked activities to the class novel. Handwriting – forming joins.





Numeracy - Links between multiplication and division, division strategies Fractions, Addition and Subtraction, Estimation and units of measurement. Problem solving and outdoor learning.

Pupil Evaluation – 


The children enjoyed discussing their knowledge of their local area and the wider world. They also enjoyed participating in a range of activities drawing features of the local landscape and going for walks to explore. We carried out some weather experiments as part of a cooperative group making predictions and writing up our findings. We used our knowledge of turns and directions to describe our journey to the local beach. Libby particularly enjoyed the walk to see the different islands, identifying the farm and different smells. Edith was able to identify and share her knowledge about the islands that we could see – Hoy, Flotta and Greena. The class enjoyed using Kahoot to create and participate in team quizzes. Bobby G had a great knowledge about the different world flags as he had a keen interest in this during ERIC time. All pupils participated in a series of lessons making a PowerPoint about Shetland and confidently presented these to the class.
