e Ensure all learning materials present positive images of gender /
black and ethnic minorities.

e Promote other cultures through a wide range of resources, displays
and artefacts.

e Ensure that Assessment and Transition records do not discriminate
against children.

e Actively encourage and support the reporting of such behaviour.
