General School Updates 
There are lots of things to update you on, and information to share at the start of term! 
 
Playground Safety    
A reminder the car park is for staff and visitors only. It is not a drop off area.  The safety of pupils is 
paramount, and I thank you for your support in this matter. Please also note that pupils are 
supervised in the playground from 8.45am. If your child arrives in the playground before this time, 
an adult is not present.  
 
Please do not park on the pavement on the hill across from the school, or on the zebra crossing.  
 
Breakfast Club 
Our breakfast club runs daily from 8.15am to 8.45am. If you would like your child to attend they 
can come along and join us in the dining hall.  
 
Wet Weather 
On days when the weather is particular wet, pupils come into the building via the infant 
playground door, or senior playground door from 8.45am. They are then supervised in the gym 
hall by support staff until 9am.  
 
School Uniform  
All our pupils are back after the summer looking incredibly smart in their 
school uniforms! Thank you for your help in making this happen.  
We are very proud of the high standards of our uniform and appreciate 
your support in making sure your children wear their uniform everyday. 
Our uniform consists of grey or black trousers/skirt/pinafore, red jumper, 
white polo shirt/white shirt and tie, and black school shoes. We have lots 
of pre-loved uniform, and would be delighted for you to come and help 
yourself to it. This helps with the cost of new items, but also supports us 
being more sustainable and eco friendly.  
 
 
PLEASE can I ask that your child’s name is inside their jacket, cardigan/jumper etc. We already 
have a number of items in lost property with no names, and no one is claiming them. Thank you 
in advance.  
 
Water Bottles 
Please ensure your child brings a safe, plastic refillable water bottle to school every day. We have 
water fountains available for them to fill up during the school day. Please note that often the 
water bottles are kept at the side of the classroom in a tray rather than on desks. This ensures (as 
much as we can!) that spillages are kept to a minimum and pupil work and ICT equipment is not 
ruined. Pupils have access to their water whenever needed.  
 
Indoor Shoes 
All pupils require a pair of indoor shoes. They should change in to these every day in school. This 
helps keep the classroom areas clean and tidy.

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Homework 
Homework will start week beginning 1st  September. We understand family life can be very busy. A 
little reading each day and practise of phonics/spelling would be very helpful if you can support 
your child with these. Homework will be issued by teachers and noted in the homework diary. We 
do not issue homework in December or June as these are particularly busy months for families.  
 
School Meals 
All children in P1-5 are eligible for a free school lunch however if you are in receipt of certain 
benefits it is important that you still register with SLC for their school clothing and free school 
meals grant.  
School meals are £2.62. P6 and P7 pupils pay for meals via Parent Pay. We monitor ParentPay 
regularly, so it is important that parents/carers check their account and maintain a credit balance. 
You can set up an alert advising you of a low balance to avoid going into debt. 

Pupils who are following a Vegan diet can still request this through completing an Adapted Diet 
request form for Vegan or Halal diets. Please note pupils who already have a special diet in place 
do not require to complete any updated forms. 

Rookie Rockstars 
From Tuesday 16th September to Thursday 18th September we are excited to welcome back the 
Rookie Rockstars. The team will come in a lead three afternoon sessions with the pupils across the 
school. 
Rookie Rockstars is a three-day programme which involves learning five original songs and some 
well known favourites. These songs tackle themes of anti-bullying, and the 
programme aims to promote confidence, self-esteem, and positive 
friendships. This is the second time we welcome Rockstars to Braidwood, 
and look forward all new songs and experiences as part of Programme 2.  
 
 
Consents and paperwork 
Shortly you will receive consent forms and permissions to be completed. This helps us get things 
up and running in classrooms and the school quickly. You have been sent an All Excursions consent 
form this year. This will mean you will be notified of trip/excursion details via letter, but will not 
need to complete another consent form. Thank you for your assistance in completing these forms 
quickly.
