Attendance continues to be a major focus for High Blantyre Primary and other schools across the Learning Community. We have now created a Learning Community Policy and shared approach to supporting school attendance to ensure more consistency across all our local schools. I am delighted to share with you that pupil attendance across the school has improved over the past few years, however, there are a few classes where we would like to see further improvement. As a school we have a responsibility to closely track and monitor pupil attendance as poor attendance has a significant impact on learning.  Parents and carers are by far the most important influence on their child’s lives and learning and it is parents and carers who are responsible for making sure their child is educated until they reach the upper limit of compulsory school age. However, we recognise that a partnership approach is essential in ensuring children and young people are included, engaged and involved throughout their education. We regularly talk about the importance of good attendance in classes and at assembly. Our Barnardos support worker, will give you a call to offer support if your child’s attendance is frequently below 90% each month, we are here to help in any way that we can!!
