Absence

Please call the Nursery to let us know if your child will be absent from nursery and why. If we do not hear from
you, we will phone you to confirm your child’s absence. This is in the interest of GIRFEC and ensuring the
wellbeing of your child. If your child is unwell, please do not send them to Nursery. If your child has had any
vomiting/diarrhoea, they cannot attend Nursery until 48 hours after the last episode.

Nursery Clothing

Due fo restrictive space within our cloakroom, we are unable to store backpacks and instead we have red bags
to hold your child's spare change of clothes. We ask all parents to provide at least two full changes of clothes.
It is important that all their belongings are clearly labelled. We also must ask that there is nothing kept in
their bags that can cause any harm to the children e.g., Medicine. To promote independence when your child is
changing their shoes, we ask that shoes without laces are worn.

Dress Down Days

On the last Friday of every month, we have a Dress Down Day. Children can come dressed in
their casual clothes in exchange for a £1 donation. The money goes to our nursery fund. This
is an optional event. Sporting team kits and strips are not permitted as per SLC rules.

The next Dress Down Day is on Thursday 26™ September.

We will be holding our annual coffee morning, for a 50p donation your child will receive a cake and a drink of
diluting juice.

School Photographer Visit - Thursday 3" October
