We operate a free breakfast club that operates everyday between 8.15am and 8.45am. 
All children eat together in the dining hall at lunch time and can choose to sit anywhere. 
We have a bowl of fresh fruit available at the school office for children who do not have a snack. 
CoSD at St. Bride’s Primary 
Clubs 
There is no additional cost for our lunch time or after school clubs. 
Uniform
St. Bride’s Primary operates an Eco culture to encourage families to reuse, reduce and recycle school uniform items. We have clothing rails in the school Foyer stocked with high quality uniform items including PE kit and shoes.  
Fundraising
Whilst events like the Christmas Fayre are important to raise funds, there are always activities with no cost at all. Raising money for charity is an important part of our culture but all donations are voluntary.
Trips 
Everyone loves a school outing and we no longer charge for any trip that is linked to the curriculum. Our P7 residential trip has been subsidised by PEF and the duration shortened to make it more affordable for all.
