June’s news
June reported on the following news from the school:
We have 32 plus enrolments so far. We won’t have a clear picture until the end of May. 
Induction programme will start next month.

Total raised was £30,777. This will pay for mainly trips (at least £15,000) and resources, reading books. The additional donation of £8000 is to buy outdoor toys. (Van to remove snug).

Burns Competition – prizes have just arrived.
Parking continues to be a problem, even around the lollipop lady. Police have been informed. We still have breakfast club and after school club parents coming into the carpark. It is staff only between 8am and 4.30pm.
