June’s news
June gave the following news from the school:
Enrolments
At present we have 48 enrolments, which would create a 13-class structure of 1,2, 2/1, 2,  3, 3,4, 4/5, 5, 5/6, 6/7 & 7. This is likely to change as we move through the next 2 terms. 
PVGs
