Welcome and apologies
Minutes from previous meeting and matters arising
June’s news
June gave the following news from the school:
Class Structures:
We have 13 classes planned for next session, including 2 x Ps and a P2/1. Most stages are full or have only 1 space, apart from P7. 
Staffing:
We will welcome back Miss McGibbon and Mrs Alison at the end of this session, when they return from maternity leave. 
After School Clubs:
We are now in our final term of after school clubs. This term we are offering two clubs to P1 children, so every child in the school has now had the option of attending a club. Clubs will finish at the end of May, due to the high number of tasks we need to complete before the summer, and the number of other events on for pupils. 
Food Technology:
The classes have now all engaged in a Food Tech task, including master classes. This is really popular with the children. We have quite high costs for ingredients/ containers etc, but the school absorbs these to ensure everyone takes part. 
Library:
The upstairs lending library is now in operation, and the children have really enjoyed choosing new books. We have now purchased new books for the infant library, and we now hope to expand this to R4-6. The children have books out for two weeks, then can return or reissue. Lost books will be charged, so we will introduce a flat £5 payment item on Parent Pay to keep this easy to manage.  
Playground Training:
P6 have started Playground Training, where they are taught how to play games and manage activities with younger children, in preparation for P7. They have also started Reading Buddies to support younger children in the school develop confidence. 
National Assessments:
We are working our way through our online Scottish National Standardised Assessments with our P7 and P4 children. This is another piece of evidence we collect to back up professional judgement on children’s progress.
