Additional Information about the Phased 
Reopening from 22nd February 2021 

 

In addition to the information issued on 16th February 2021, please find 
the answers to some questions that you might have about the phased 

return to school next week. 

 

Should the children wear school uniform? 

Normal school uniform rules will apply for Nursery to P3 from 22nd 
February 2021.  (NB – the wearing of Nursery Uniform is encouraged 
but not mandatory). 

P4-7 pupils attending emergency childcare hub do not need to wear 
school uniform. 

 

Will school lunches be available? 

The full school and nursery lunch menu will be available.   

The menu from 22nd-26th February 20201 is Week 2.

Where will lunches be served? 

As per previous arrangements, school lunches will be served in the 
dining hall and packed lunches will be eaten in the gym hall, even while 
only P1-3 are in school. 

This is to reduce the duration of lunchtime supervision to maximise the 
number of staff available to work directly with pupils in class or in the 
hub. 

All nursery children will eat together in the school lunch hall. 

 

Will milk be available? 

Nursery children and children eligible for a means tested free school 
meal will be provided with the option of milk each day.  This does not 
need to be pre-ordered. 

From 22nd February 2021, milk will be available to order via ParentPay 
for Pupils in P1-3 and for P4-7 pupils attending emergency childcare 
hub.   

Please remember to book the milk for the days it is required. 

 

Will the children in P1-3 have PE lessons? 

PE lessons will continue outdoors and children will be permitted to come 
to school wearing appropriate outdoor PE clothing as before Christmas. 

The PE days may need to temporarily change for the period of the 
phased return to accommodate other changes to the school timetable.  
These will be shared with parents/carers as soon as possible this week. 

 

No classes will require PE kit on Monday 22nd February 2021.
