The focus of our Numeracy and Maths 
learning this term will be:

• Place Value of tens and units.

The focus of our reading and writing this 
term will be:

• Sentence structure including capital 
letters, full stops and finger spaces.

• Grammar: nouns and adjectives.

• Daily spelling revision of phonemes 
and common words.
