Covid-19

If your child displays symptoms of Covid-19 ie a new,
persistent  cough; fever/temperature; loss of
taste/smell they must not attend school. Follow the
most up to date NHS guidance regarding isolation and
Test and Protect. Please ensure you inform the school
that your child is absent due to Covid-19 symptoms.
If your child becomes unwell during the school day with
Covid-19 symptoms you will be contacted immediately to
collect your child. They will wait in the designated area,
ie multi-purpose room, away from other children, under
adult supervision. You must then follow the most up to
date NHS guidance regarding isolation and Test and
Protect.
