Literacy and English

The purpose of this policy is to highlight that Literacy and English is central to the Holistic Development and learning potential of each individual child as reflected in Curriculum for Excellence. 

This belief is embedded in all aspects of a broad and balanced Curriculum which has been developed for all children, parents and staff within our nursery and the wider community.

The Curriculum for Excellence states that,

" The Literacy and English framework promotes the development of critical and creative thinking as well as competence in listening, talking, reading, writing and the personal, interpersonal and team working skills which are so important in life and the world of work."

We will develop this area of the curriculum because we believe that children's literacy, English, language and communication development facilitates their learning at all levels. 

Within this environment children will be given the opportunity to interact with others, talk freely about their experiences, express their thoughts, feelings and understand their own words, listen to others, and explore reading and writing in a variety of ways.

We will promote Literacy and English within Croftamie and Arnprior Nurseries in the following ways - 

Talking with others about personally meaningful experiences

· Establishing a climate which children feel free to talk

· Being available for conversation throughout the day

· Listening carefully to what children are saying

· Accepting children's hesitations and non-verbal utterances

· Learning and remembering each child's particular interests

Encourage children to talk with one another throughout the day

· Providing opportunities for co-operative projects and play

· Supporting the children who plan and recall together

· Referring one child's questions and problems to another child

· Interpreting and delivering messages

Describing objects, events and relations

· Providing children with interesting materials and experiences

· Listening as children describe things in their own way

· Encouraging children to talk about their plans

· Encouraging children to talk about their learning and what they want to find out more about

· Letting children be the leaders in, 'Describing' games

Having fun with language: Listening to stories and poems, making up stories and rhymes

· Reading to children individually and in small, intimate groups

· Telling stories, reciting poems, tongue twisters and rhymes

· Making up stories, chants, tongue twisters and rhymes

Promoting the development of early literacy

· Providing a variety of writing and drawing materials e.g. whiteboards, notebooks, paper, pens, pencils, chalk

· Anticipating various emergent forms of writing:

· Drawing

· Scribbling

· Letter like forms

· Invented spelling

· Conventional forms

· Encouraging children to write in their own way

· Accepting children's additions to your writing

· Displaying and sending home samples of children's writing

· Encourage activities for home e.g. games for the supermarket, shopping lists

Reading in various ways: reading storybooks, signs and symbols, one's own writing

· Providing a print rich environment

· Resourcing the interest areas with reading materials

· Looking for things outside to read - and other environmental print

· Providing story books for children to read

· Encouraging children to read to one another

In conclusion we believe that children will become successful learners through engagement with our holistic approach to learning and the rich opportunities we will provide for children to develop and learn.
