Arrival





Follow handwashing guidance before leaving home


Walk or cycle to school where possible


Older pupils can arrive on their own.


Only one adult to accompany child into playground


Follow social, physical distancing on journey to school and in the playground


2m physical distance from other families











Resources


Resources will be contained in each room with sharing minimised.  


Pencils, whiteboard, rubbers etc. will be provided for each child.  


Pencil case can be brought in but not shared.


Reading books taken home will be left for 72 hours before being issued again.

Face to face visits will be limited and by appointment only
