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P4/5A Spotlight on…  Term 3    
Literacy
Writing: the children will be working on persuasive language including using persuasive language in letter writing.  Later in the term the children will be writing their imaginative books based on their research for our Now and Then topic.
Reading: the children will continue to develop their reading skills through comprehension tasks and their group reading books. The children will identify tricky or unfamiliar words during their reading and use a dictionary and context clues to understand these words.  They will self and peer assess their reading aloud in their groups.
Listening and Talking: the children will be presenting information from their topic research to their class.  The children have already performed their Scottish poem this term.
Spelling: the children will continue to follow the Nessy Spelling programme as well as taking part in a range of other activities in class to reinforce the spelling rules. 
French: conversational vocabulary about the weather and directions that relate to our maths topic.
Numeracy: 
Number Processes Primary 5 – apply CLIC strategies to multiply multiples of 10 by a single digit
Number Processes Primary 4 – apply CLIC strategies to add and subtract 10 to and from numbers within 1000.
Estimation and Rounding – continue to work on rounding numbers to the nearest 1000, nearest 100 and nearest 10 and use rounding to estimate answers.

Angles Primary 5 – identify angles by name, read and plot grid references
Angles Primary 4 - use co-ordinates to locate positions
Data and Analysis – collect and display information using bar graphs, tables and charts.
The children will continue to work on CLIC Mental Maths on a daily basis and be encouraged to learn tables as often as possible.
IDL: Rocket Fund: the children are working in teams to complete the application form for the Rocket Fund.  As in many projects we have had to change the focus of the application due to the generous contribution of the Parent Council to the school to fund 30 Chromebooks.  The children are currently working out what educational technology should be included in the application.  The Rocket Fund is due to go live on the 19th February so more communication will follow.

Now and Then: the children are researching one of the big questions looking at life in Scotland between 1908-1918, what life would have been like if they had been born 100 years ago.  The children will use this research to support their book writing.
Living Things: the children are researching information about the human body and animals.  The children are collating their information using Google Classrooms. 

Health and Well-being: Personal and social well-being – focus on recognising and being aware of the impact of verbal and non-verbal communication.
P.E.: the children will learn develop their skills through rugby and hockey this term.  The skills focused on will include passing and receiving, decision making and teamwork.
ICT: Internet research, comparing and contrasting information, keyboard skills, Nessy Spelling.  Developing our understanding of Google Classrooms using Google Docs and Slides.
Homework: This will be handed out on a Wednesday to be returned on a Tuesday.  Depending on the activities this may be for one week or two.  Every week the children will have their Nessy spelling rule to practice, their targeted times table(s) and their reading.  The children will write this into their homework diaries.
