Common Words


This week we are learning the common words: can, we and into. Practise rainbow writing these words using all of the colours of the rainbow and then look, cover, write and check your work. Can you think of a sentence containing all three words?








Literacy  �


In phonics we will be learning the sounds g, l, f and o. Practise writing these letters neatly and try to think of 2 things with each sound at the beginning. For example g is for gorilla and grass. Can you say these words as part of a sentence?








Numeracy  �


In Maths this week we are learning about addition. Using concrete materials (blocks, stones, marbles, lego pieces, pasta or anything else you have to hand) complete the following sums:


3 + 4 =


2 + 5 =


6 + 2 =


1 + 3 =


7 + 2 =


5 + 4 =


Ask your child to use the materials to count out two separate groups before finding the answer. For example ‘count out 3 blocks. Now count out 4 blocks. How many all together?’








Science


In Science this week we will be looking at Inheritance. We will be thinking about our characteristics such as: eye colour, hair colour, skin colour, height etc and how these characteristics are similar to our family members. Draw a picture of your family. Who has the same eye colour and hair colour with you?
